1. Abstract (SECTION_TITLE style)
	The extended abstract should be prepared in English. This file presents the substantive layout and technical requirements for preparing extended abstracts. Matrices prepared on the basis of this file will not be shortened. The paper should be written in MS Word. Page format B5 (176×250 mm). Top and bottom margins 25 mm, left and right 22 mm. Use defined formatting styles.
	The extended abstract should cover 4 pages (text with figures, references, abstracts). Page numbering should be placed at the bottom of the page. The abstract should be submitted in electronic form in the conference system. After correct registration on the conference website (http://www.awarie.zut.edu.pl/) and logging in, please use the Article tab and then Send Article.
	Please submit files containing the text of the paper in *.docx and *.pdf format. Additionally, you should send files with individual figures saved in any graphic format, e.g. jpg, tif, gif. The file name should contain the name of the first author and the title of the paper, e.g. Kowalski_M_and_other_Title_of_the_paper (without Polish letters). All files should be packed into a .zip archive.
2. Formulas
	Formulas should be written using the equation editor and placed in the middle of the page, numbering them with the consecutive Arabic numerals placed in brackets on the right side. Variable symbols in formulas and in the text should be written in italic, vectors and matrices in bold according to the following example:

3. Figures, diagrams, photographs
	Figures, diagrams, photographs should be treated equally by describing each as a Figure, (Fig.) by numbering them with consecutive Arabic numerals. They should be inserted "in line with text". Graphic objects with a resolution of at least 300 dpi should also be saved in in separate files (e.g. jpg, tif) and placed on the conference website in the appropriate place. All figures in the text should be inserted as graphic objects (they cannot be linked as editable result files in programs such as Exel, Corel or other). No separate text boxes, frames, arrows or other objects may be superimposed on the drawing, as they are subject to formatting - moving, changing fonts in text boxes, etc. The drawing must be a single graphic object.
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4. Tables
	Tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals, using abbreviations in the text, e.g.: Table 1. Tables should be centered with caption above – TABLE_CAPTION style. Tables and figures should be placed in those parts of the text where their descriptions or references are included. In Figures and Tables, give physical units and other designations in square brackets [ ].
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
